One of the most frequently asked questions I hear is; Why are we going back to Gregorian
Chant? Isn't that pre-Vatican [1? Well, yes, Gregorian Chant is pre-Vatican Il in the sense
that it existed before the council. However, the council never intended that Gregorian Chant
(or Latin for that matter) become obsolete. In fact, Sacrosanctum Concilium, the Vatican I1
document on the Sacred Liturgy specifically states that “The treasure of sacred music is to be
preserved and fostered with great care,.. The Church acknowledges Gregorian chant as espe-
cially suited to the Roman liturgy: therefore, other things being equal it should be given pride
of place in liturgical services.” It goes on to say that, “The typical edition of the books of Gre-
gorian chant is to be completed; and a more critical edition is to be prepared of those books
already published since the restoration by St. Pius X. It is desirable also that an edition be
prepared containing simpler melodies, for use in small churches.” Next week we’ll talk about
why this didn't happen.

Una de las preguntas mds frecuentes que escucho es: ;Por qué volvemos al canto gregoriano?
iNo es eso anterior al Vaticano 117 Bueno, si, el canto gregorianc es anterior al Vaticano I1 en
el sentido de que existia antes del concilio. Sin embargo, el concilio nunca tuvo la intencién de
que el canto gregoriano {o el latin) se volviera obsoleto. De hecho, Sacrosanctum Concilium,
el documento del Vaticano II sobre la Sagrada Liturgia establece especificamente que “El tes
ro de [a misica sacra debe ser preservado y fomentado con gran cuidado... La Iglesia reconoce
que ¢l canto gregoriano es especialmente adecuado para la liturgia romana: por lo tanto, en
igualdad de condiciones, se le debe dar un lugar de honor en los servicios litirgicos”. Con-
tinia diciendo que “estd por completarse la edicién tipica de los libros de canto gregoriano; y
se preparara una edicion mds critica de los libros ya publicados desde la restauracion de San
Pio X. Es deseable también que se prepare una edicion que contenga melodias mas simples,
para usar en iglesias pequefias”. La proxima semana hablaremos de por qué esto no sucedio.
